3. Annual Reports
Chair’s report (Estelle Graham) 
The 2013/2014 season has been a year of change – lessons learnt and re-direction.  In September we selected 150 girls from all over the county to be in the County Academies, which included two Under 19 development PODS. In addition we scouted girls into the U12 county development POD with 20 new Year 7s brought in for bi-monthly training.

Our Chair of 9 years Kevin Rowley emigrated to Australia and I stepped in as Chair with Fiona Rose taking over as secretary.

County Squads Training

With the new directive from EN and a signed agreement with set targets and a renewed focus on intensity and quality, the new Cheshire academies were limited to 1x U14 Satellite training for 15 weeks and 1 x U16 Academy training for 30 weeks, both limited to 20 athletes, following a strict schedule with homework booklets and strength & conditioning – regional match play included one in county colours at Widnes and a second as individual athletes in Cumbria. 

The lead coaches have then selected a number of athletes to go forward to regional selection in June. Our target is to get 2 athletes selected per academy, this will then secure our funding. We wish them well.

Training PODS

We renamed Cheshire Club player development groups to PODS and continued with East and West PODS at U14 and U16, with U19’s also having a training POD.

With no movement allowed between the PODS and the Academy / Satellite, we also looked to develop our coaches with a schedule for coaches to move around the county. This didn’t work as well as we thought and some athletes become disengaged. Feedback this season has been disappointing for these areas and we have revised our plans for next season.

Match Play 

Outside of the EN regional training programme, in March we hosted an evening with the IOM, U16 & U19 match play – a great session and they would like to make this a yearly event with a possible visit to the IOM in October as well as their March visit, possibly including the U14 satellites.

The tour for this season for the U16 and U19’s was to Wales, playing the national squads over two days including the match before the Celtic Dragons v Manchester Thunder NSL match. Coaches and athletes agreed to intensity of match play and observations was a great learning exercise for all.

A play day evening took place at Priestly in Feb for all U12, U14 and U16 as well as the Wilmslow event in April, this event finishing with Australia and Barbados taking the chocolates. 

County Trials

We held Pre trials for the Under 16’s on Saturday 8th June and U14s on 9th June.  We will be holding Summer Training sessions over 4 dates, mirroring the format of Regional training. 

The final session is the day after the Regional Selection so we will not only have seen all the athletes over several hours but we will know exactly how many places we have for athletes’ within each group. The focus is on quality not quantity so if we don’t have enough players of the correct calibre, we won’t be making up the numbers for the sake of it.

Twenty players were nominated to attend the North West Festival run by the Regional Talent Coach Karen Greig on 14th June and congratulations go to:

Ailsa MacArthur, Jasmine Cook, Esther Horton, Imogen McCance, Ama Mainoo, Josie Heron, Chloe Turpin, Ruth Hughes, Madison Sterling, Amelia Veevers, Mary Nelson, Sejal Karmarker, Grace Bodha, Eilidh Thomson (* 4 weeks training only)
along with the coaching staff, headed by Sue Day and Chris Brien for getting them there.

County Plan

The four year plan is now kicking in. Cheshire were praised as a forward thinking County as we have excellent communication links with the website, Facebook and Twitter all of which keeps players and parents updated. Cheshire were the only county who were running academies for under 12’s and Under 19s and we have a Hardship Fund so that no talented player will be denied the opportunity to play for Cheshire due to finances.

This next season we have been granted 2 x U14 Satellites and 1 x U16 Academy and have signed and returned the agreement to EN.  With the success seen in the development at U12 with intense basic training, this enables us to increase the basic intense training at the younger age ensuring the basics become a natural part of our athletes’ game and intensity becomes the norm. 

For 2014/15 season, we will continue with U12 training, 1 x U14 and 1 x U16 POD as well as 1 x U19 POD. The U14 & U16 POD focus is Cheshire athlete development, providing skills training that they can take back to school and club. The U19’s will take part in the Cheshire Elite League the focus moving strategy, match play, team work and other aspects of the sport including umpiring and coaching.

Cheshire Schools

We supported the Schools helping run all the Schools Tournaments for every age group throughout the season. A special mention goes to Fallibroome School who won U16 County Tournament and the Regional Competition and finished 2nd in the whole country a great effort. Christleton and Wirral U14’s also were national qualifiers. 

County Junior Regional League

This was the 2nd Year in this format for the NW with Cheshire having 9 clubs in the new Regional Junior Leagues which saw Chester, Didsbury, Macclesfield Pink Ladies, Wilmslow, Warrington and Boughton Belles representing the county in the U14 and 16s leagues against teams from Manchester Lancashire Cumbria and Merseyside. All competed well and we have seen the standard rise with NW representatives, Ribble Valley and Oldham winning their sections.

County Junior League
The County has again allowed the Junior league to run the qualification for the under 13 and 15 age groups. We worked with the committee to secure an indoor venue which has seen an improvement in the quality of games. There is additional cost but I think all agree it’s worth it.

County Elite League

The County again supported the Elite League and it has expanded to 16 clubs playing and now into 2 divisions This League is the envy of other counties as we use this for player, club and umpire development and forms the pathway for senior clubs to qualify for the Regional league on the way to the EN Prem league. Well Done to Merseyside Police who won the league and Chester runners-up. 

Manchester Thunder Superleague

The County did not support Thunder financially but bought into the player training package with head coach Tracey Neville. 

We were requested to provide only 2 girls for the tri festival with Yorkshire and North East hubs during the school holidays both of whom were under 13 (Year 8).

Coach Development Fund

We have continued to help our clubs develop by providing £250 maximum to each club who applied for development of their staff ranging from level 2 to first aid to Safeguarding fees. We have sent Coaches to the national Conference and supported our A grade umpires enabling them to attend the National Conferences.

Planning

Following this AGM, we will continue to plan for the next season, working with the NW Regional Board in order to access the Regional training and other opportunities, which could be available to our volunteers, officials and players. 

This will mean a number of changes to the format for the season ahead with each coach being supported by team managers and not only looking at the skills of the players but their fitness and core strength which will be measured regularly. Ex County player and qualified S&C coach Hayley Preece has provided S&C for our athletes this year and this will be continued for the following season.

EN has also asked for all counties to ensure they have succession planning and whilst we have one of the largest and hard-working committees we always welcome new members who are willing to help.  

I would like to finish by thanking our hard working committee, coaches, umpires team managers Officials and other volunteers, including the Whitworths for their catering support, who put a lot of time and effort into making the whole season run smoothly.

Treasurer’s report (Chris Brien)

Umpiring Secretary’s report (Chris McCall)
Umpire development/successes for 2013/14

· 12 leaner umpires (of which 8 were junior umpires) passed their written assessments.  4 of those (2 being juniors) went on to complete/achieve their C Award, passing their final practical assessment in October 2013 and March 2014:  Susie Blake, Alex Dailey, Hannah Dearden & Rebecca Harrison-Pitt

· 2 umpires passed their B Award: Nikki Bristow/Phil Owen in November 2013.  Both were presented with a Cheshire Netball hoodie from the County.

· 5 Cheshire umpires sat the "B" Award written assessment in May - results expected end June.

 One of my aims as Officiating Manager is to identifying umpires across the County who would like to become mentors and/or assessors who would help to develop umpires within their own leagues.  This process has begun and in February I attended a meeting with the East Cheshire Forum to discuss umpire development in that area.  League representatives agreed to send me a list of their umpires' qualifications and development aspirations.  

During the coming year, my intention is to get around to all other leagues within the County.
 
So far, five umpires (from the Warrington area) have confirmed their desire to become a mentor/assessor and their names have been put forward to the NW office for accreditation courses.
 
'C' Award written assessments for 2014/15 will take place in September 2014, January 2015 and May 2015 - dates to be confirmed and will be posted on CCNA website.
 
I would like to thank Chris Brien and Jean Pinion for officiating written and/or practical assessments through the year and their support in mentoring learner umpires.

Chris Brien thanked Chris McCall for doing a brilliant job this season

Welfare officer’s report (Phil Owen)
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· Approx 30 DBS checks have been done during the season and I am proposing to set up a clinic once/month to catch people who need to be verified, probably setting this up in the Warrington area

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Age Banding Guidance and Support 
 


In the interest of fair and enjoyable participation in netball, it is recognised that the development of players, may make it 
desirable for them to train and/or play above their age band. England Netball has developed this Guidance for use in 
considering the appropriateness of a young person taking part in activities above their age band, with the welfare of that young 
person being paramount in that decision. This Guidance applies to requests for any young person to be allowed to take part in 
activities with others above their age band at England Netball national events and it is recommended for Regional and County 
activities.   
 
The following Age Banding restrictions for all competitions as follows: 
 
o Any athlete competing in Adult competition must be over the age of 14 
o Any athlete competing in U19 competition must be over the age of 14 and Under 19 
o Any athlete competing in U16 competition must be over the age of 14 and Under 16 
o Any athlete competing in U14 competition must be over the age of 11 and Under 14 
 
(All ages are taken at 11.59pm on the 31


st
 August immediately prior to the competition) 


(These are recommended Age Banding guidelines, please refer to specific competition regulations to confirm eligibility) 
 
These restrictions are in place to ensure that all teams apply the same age limits and to ensure the protection of potentially 
vulnerable players.  In some exceptional circumstances, a player may demonstrate a level of skill and maturity that suggests 
they may be more suited to taking part in an activity at a higher age band.  In these circumstances, representatives from the 
club/school (Coach and Club/School Safeguarding Officer) along with the parent should complete an assessment that will 
assist them in making the decision about that young person’s suitability  to play outside of their  Age Band.   
 
The Process 
 


A Level 2 Coach, Club/School Safeguarding Officer and the parent(s) or carer(s) of the player, must complete an Age Banding 
form, available from the England Netball website. This form should be used by all of the above individuals and if agreed 
between all parties, the form should be signed by all parties and sent through to the relevant Competition Organiser for the 
competition the player is being requested age banding permission to play in, alongside any other required registration forms or 
entry sheets. Upon receipt of this form by the Competition Organiser, the player is eligible to compete in the competition. 
 
This process must be repeated for each season and individual competition. Where a form has been completed for a player at a 
certain round of a competition (eg County Round of National Schools) and the team progress to the next level (eg Regional 
Round), the form must be resubmitted to the competition organiser of that round to ensure the player is eligible 
 
Safeguarding Considerations 


 
England Netball supports player development at every level and aims to ensure that through guidance and provision, 
opportunities for this can be made available for all. Young netballers develop at different rates and therefore the opportunities 
they require or request may not always be based on their chronological age. England Netball have therefore developed this 
Guidance to assist schools, clubs, parents and players in making informed decisions about the suitability of individuals to “play 
up” from their age band.  
 
Those closest to a player are best placed to make judgements on their emotional, social and physical development and 
maturity and, their readiness to “play up”. For this reason, England Netball has determined that the only meaningful way for 
decisions to be made on the appropriateness of a player playing above their age group, is by these people. The list below 
shows those that should work together to assess the suitability of a player to “play up”;

 Club/School Safeguarding Officer 
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The coach is best placed to judge the young person’s physical development and skills level. They should consider:- 
 


 The position within the team which the young person usually plays and the one which they would be playing in if they 


played up; 


 


 The young person’s physical development in comparison to the other team members, including opposition; 


 The potential impact on the team mates and opposition on the young person; 


 The young person’s social and personal development, particularly in regard to their resilience for coping with new 


environments and greater demands; 


 The benefits for the young person’s development (physiological, physical, tactical, technical etc) 


In all decisions, the welfare of the young person is paramount. This means their personal development and enjoyment of an 
activity are key determinants in reaching the decision, not the needs of a team or the attainment of results. 
 
When considering whether an individual is suitable to play above their age band, a risk assessment of the playing environment 
in which it is suggested the young person play, should be carried out.  The whole event should be assessed including the 
training and any game environment, transport arrangements and changing facilities, to ensure that a safe environment for that 
young person exists. Where any identified risks are noted, consideration should be given to whether and how those risks can 
be minimised. Where the risks cannot be minimised, the decision should side toward caution. 
 
The risk assessment and risk management measures should be shared and discussed with the player, parent(s)/carers and 
the Club/School Safeguarding Officer.   
 
As the Club/School Safeguarding Officer is responsible for ensuring that local arrangements for the safeguarding of young 
people are adequate, this person has an independent role in assessing the decisions of the coach. Their opinion must be 
sought and taken into account.
